The following steps will guide you through creating a VPN connection from a remote site to your server in the lab.

1. Create a VPN connection

· In Network Connections | Create a new connection or from the menu, select File | New Connection…
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· Select Next in the New Connection Wizard window
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· Select Connect to the network at my workplace, click Next
· Select Virtual Private Network connection, click Next
· Give your connection a meaningful name on the Connection Name screen

· Select  Do not dial the initial connection on the Public Network screen

· Enter the host name of the ISA server as 134.126.20.53 in the text box of VPN Server Selection
· The Connect <connection_name> window will appear.
· Enter as the username and password
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· Press Connect to connect to the server.

· The connection status will change to Connected, Firewalled (WAN Miniport (PPTP))
2. Remote Desktop to the Server

· If you are running Windows XP you can 
1. Go to Start | All Programs | Accessories | Communications | Remote Desktop Connection
2. Enter the IP address of the remote desktop computer, and press Connect
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· The deskt-op of the remote machine running Windows 2003 Standard Edition will appear.

· Login to the computer

Your connection to the remote desktop will terminate if you become inactive before your first login you do not login.
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You can open more than one remote machine at a time, by opening more than one Remote Desktop

3. Closing the Desktop and Connection

· To exit the remote desktop, click the X button on the Remote Desktop window

· To close the connection, right click on the connection name and select Disconnect
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
