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The last configuration that we will consider is that of the distributed data processing.  Here we will find that there are multiple servers and clients connected through some network such as a LAN or WAN (wide area network). The servers may host the database.  That is, each server will have the same DBMS and the same data.  Since a client can access any server, the availability of data is significantly improved. Notice that since there is replication of data, there is a need to avoid inconsistencies in the data.  In other words, the integrity of the data is a primary concern in this type of  DBMS.
