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In general, database languages are a combination of a DDL and a Data Manipulation Language or DML.  The DML support the manipulation or the processing of the data objects.  In the case of a relational database management system, the DML include operations to retrieve, insert, update, modify and delete the individual rows of any table.


In most DBMSs, these two languages are not two separate languages but rather an integrated language. For example, in relational DBMSs, SQL is an integrated language.  It is also important to mention that within the set of commands that belong to these two categories there is no syntactical differences other than the clause with which they may begin.
