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Forms are becoming one of the most ubiquitous forms of interfacing with a database.  Forms present the user with boxes that need to be filled in or options such as drop-down boxes or radio buttons.  In spite of their simple appearance forms also require extra input validation.  These validation is provided by the procedures that respond to user's actions or responses.


Natural languages interfaces are among the most promising ways to interact with DBMS in the feature.  However, they may appear behind the scenes as the second step to voice commands. In theory, a natural language interface should be able to translate requests into appropriate DML or DLL commands.  These capabilities are still in the wish list of future DBMSs.
