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There are many data models, however, most commercial DBMSs use the relational, hierarchical or network data models.  Of all these methods the most popular nowadays is the relational model.  DBMS such as ORACLE, MSACCESS, SYSBASE, SQL server and so forth are based on the relational model. 

 The hierarchical model sometimes is presented as a relational model for commercial purposes.  An example of this type is the DBMS dbvista.  The hierarchical and network data models were popular in the 70's and a great part of the 80's.  The advent of the personal computer and popular databases such as DBIII Plus and MS Access helped to popularize the relational model.

It may be pointed out that from a technological point of view the hierarchical and network models can be considered obsolete.  In addition, let us clarify that the term network in the context of databases has nothing to do with communication networks
