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The text that qualifies the entities also needs to follow certain conventions to make the diagrams more readable.  These conventions are:


The text should be unambiguous and should not include any jargon.  Remember that E-R diagrams are a communication tool not only among the developers but also between developers and end-users.   The developers should make use of adjectives to make clearer the meaning of a particular attribute.  Relationships name should be placed at the end of the line and in opposite sides of the relationship line.  Finally, to avoid the cluttering of the diagram the text should be aligned horizontally.
