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When developing an E-R diagram, it is necessary that all relationships that may exist between entities be accounted for.  A useful tool for collecting information about entities and the relationships between them is a relationship matrix.  A matrix is a grid with columns and rows.


To create a relationship matrix use the following conventions


For each entity create a column and a row in the matrix and label both, the column and the row, with the same entity name. Then check if and how each row is related to each column entity.
