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This slide shows the diagramming conventions to indicate optionality and degree of a relationship.


As we indicate before the optionality is a line connecting two entities. Optional relationship are indicated by a dashed line.  Mandatory relationship are indicted by a continuous line.


The degree of a relationship may indicated by a crowsfoot or by its absence. Crowsfoot are read "one or more".  The absence of a crowsfoot is read as "one and only one"
