To summarize what we said in the previous slide, the bank number uniquely identifies the different banks.  The accounts are uniquely identified by the combination of three attributes: the account number, the branch number and the number of the bank. Since the bank can have many accounts, the bank is said to be the parent of the many children or accounts.


Again the vertical bar, called a UID bar, is used to indicate that the key of the parent is also part of the key of the children.  In other words, the bar indicates that the relationship with bank is part of the UID of account.
