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The next step in creating the table instance chart is to tag each of the individual attributes. Let us consider the item-id. If we look at the diagram shown in one of the previous slides, we will notice that the UID for this entity is the attribute id.  Therefore this attribute is labeled PK, NN and U1 according to rules 2-a and 2-b. Since the data type of this attribute is number we fill this entry accordingly.  


None of the other attributes is required, unique, an FK ref table, or an FK ref column.  Therefore, we leave these entries blank.  However, since every attribute has a data type we fill the entry called data type as shown on the slide.

Notice that we added a new column to the right of the attributes according to rule 3.  Observe that the column is labeled order-id after the UID of the entity order.  The latter entity is the parent of the item entity.  We then fill the appropriate entries according to rule 3.  The slide shows the result of this process.


One final comment about the name of the column that we added to the right of the list of attributes.  On this occasion we named after the UID of the order table as a mnemonic of where this column name comes from; however, we could have named it, ord-id or some other name that we may find convenient.
