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We will document the table instance chart by filling the appropriate entries in the table using the conventions shown on the current slide.


To denote a primary key we will use the symbol PK.


Likewise to denote a foreign key we will use the symbol FK.


If the entity UID is a composite UID the individual attributes making up the key will be denoted using the symbols FK1, FK2.


If an attribute is required we will denote it using the symbol NN.  This symbol stands for not null.  That is, the entry in the table cannot be left blank.  It is important to notice that a null value is different than a blank character.


If the attributes are unique but not necessarily a key of the entity we will use the symbol U.  Likewise, if a combination of attributes is required to be unique we will use the symbols U1,U1 to denote the participant attributes.
