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Since there is one table instance chart per entity of the E-R diagram to create a table instance chart we name the chart with the same name of the entity.


Each attribute is mapped to a column in the table.  In other words, label each column of chart with an attribute name.


Using the symbols indicated in the previous slide, we will tag mandatory attributes as not null.


If the UID of the entity is made up of a single attribute, we will tag them as PK, NN and U.


If the UID of the entity is composite then we will map the UID to multiple columns and label these attributes as being NN and U1.


If an entity UID includes relationships, add a FK column for each relationship and label it PK and FK.  Add FK columns to the right of the columns even if the FK is part of the PK.
