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There are still some other rules that we need to consider.  These rules are


Use suffixes to distinguishing FKs that appear within the same table.


For M:1 relationships,  take the PK at the one end and put it  in the table at the many end as a FK.


For mandatory 1:1 relationships, place the unique FK in the table at the mandatory end and label it NN.


For a 1:1 relationship that is optional in both directions, place the FK in the table at either end of the relationship.


For a M:1  recursive relationship, add a FK column to the table.  This FK column refers to values of the PK column of the same table.
