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All the definitions that we have been covering in this particular lecture allow us  to define relations in a formal way.  These definitions can also be used to justify the fact that the order of the tuples and attributes in a table is immaterial.  That is, neither the relation or its table representation will change if we rearrange the attributes or the tuples.  The next slide will clarify all these concepts.
