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The research results presented in this poster show data about K-12 Outreach aims and activities of more than fifty respondents to an on-line survey on content and logistics of existing programs.  The survey was undertaken in order to see what other institutions and departments are doing to learn what the most effective outreach activities might be since JMU would like to embark on outreach efforts in computer science in order to increase the number and diversity of their majors.  At the current time, females make up less than 5% of our Department's majors and Asian and African-Americans less than 1%.
