I am changing the assignment due on Tuesday the 10th.

Using the link below,  you will find a correct but incomplete program to read in an unspecified number of integers from an input file chosen by the user and write those numbers to an output file chosen by the user.  It is a Word document so you need to save it as program3.adb before 
running it.  

The code will compile correctly.  

Almost all of the file-using code is present.

If you look at the Ada.text_io package that I linked on last Tuesday (Feb 3rd)  you will see

the format of the additional statements necessary.

You do not need to store the input in an array.  All you need to do is read it in and write it out.

You should print these directions and the code and read it through several times before starting the assignment.  
First try your code with an input filename that exists.  Name this version program3a.adb


When you have it working, try it with an input filename that

doesn't exist and handle the exception raised (this means

you want to have the user try again and get it right the second time).  Name this version program 3b.adb
