Line 5 - named type declaration


  EX: TYPE Integer_Array IS ARRAY (3..15) OF Integer;


          myArray : Integer_Array;

Line 7 – anonymous array declaration


  EX:  someArray : Array (3..15) OF Integer;

· Anonymous array types cant be passed into a subprogram

· Type declarations ALWAYS precede variable declarations

Line 12

· anArray – array will be read only

· value – largest value in the array

· position – position of the largest element in the array

Line 18

· use the ‘First (Tick First) attribute to set position

Line 20

· uses ‘First and ‘Last to look through the array

· i.e RANGE myArray’First..myArray’Last

Line 28

· a better way to get values would be to ask the user how many items they want to enter

In a procedure you should ONLY use variables local to the procedure or variables in the parameter list

While not EOF (End of File) loop allows you to test for the EOF; letting the user enter values until they are finished with no constraint on input items

· when you get incorrect output, output debug statements to figure out what’s the matter

· pay attention to error messages

· ALWAYS submit package specifications with packages you create, otherwise they wont compile

· If you tell the user to do something and they don’t do it, respond to their failure by outputting an error message
· Loop control initialization should always be right before the loop starts

· NO GLOBAL VARIABLES
· Spelling counts 3pts off per spelling error

· You can’t reference values outside of your array constraints

· Composite Type

· Has elements in them that can be separately addressed

· Arrays

· Records 

· Scalar Type

· Entities whose parts can’t be separated

· Integer

· Character

· Float

· Access Types (Pointer Types)

· Private Type

· Prevents people from accessing your Type implementation

· Private Types provide procedures and functions that the user can access to do things

· Boolean Type

· Is an enumerated type

· Ex: TYPE Boolean IS (False, True);

· Package Boolean_IO IS NEW Ada.Text_IO.Enumeration_IO(enum => Boolean); 
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
