Here is what you need to do with the file

1. Open the Word document

2. Copy and paste each of the examples into a separate file with the appropriate filename and .adb extension.

3. Compile and run an example.

4. Remove the use clause from it, if there is one.

5. Edit the input and output statements so that they use fully qualified references (i.e. ada.text_io.   or  ada.integer_text_io.

6. Compile and run the edited example

7. Fix the indentation using jGrasp

8. Insert line numberas using jGrasp

9. Print out the file.

10. Write your name on the printout (so I can read it)

11. Repeat steps 3 through 10 for each of the remaining examples.

12. Bring the printouts to class on Thursday.

Note:  we will be discussing these examples on Thursday.  It will help enormously if you highlight the procedure names on your printouts.
