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Backup/Restore Database in SQL Server

To backup a database, right-click the database you wish to backup.  From the “All tasks” menu, select “Backup database…”, and then the backup window will appear.  In this window, make sure that the correct database and correct backup location are selected and that all other options are as you want them to be.  After selecting “OK”, the database will be backed up.

To Backup…

1. (right-click) database > All Tasks > Backup Database…

2. Database:  make certain the database you want to backup is selected

3. Destination:  select the location to which you want to backup

4. Make certain that the other options are as you want them

5. Click “OK”

To restore a database, right-click the database you wish to restore.  From the “All tasks” menu, select “Restore database…”, and then the restore window will appear.  In this window, make sure that the correct database and correct backup to restore are selected and that all other options are as you want them to be.  After selecting “OK”, the database will be restored.
To Restore…

1. (right-click) database > All Tasks > Restore Database…

2. Restore as database:  make certain the database you want to restore is selected

3. Parameters:  select the backup you want to restore

4. Select the most recent backup from those listed

5. Click OK
