CUSTOMER(Phone,FirstName,LastName,Email)      Decided ‘Phone’ is probably the primary key
INVOICE(Number,DateIn,DateOut,TotalAmt,Phone)   ‘Number’ is the primary key.  ‘Phone’ is foreign key to CUSTOMER
INVOICE_ITEM(Number,Item,Quantity,UnitPrice) ‘Number’ is foreign key to Invoice.
This database can be put into third normal form by changing INVOICE_ITEM.  (Currently, “UnitPrice” is determined by “Item,” which is not the primary key.)  New design…
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SQL Server

Goto     Start -> All programs ( Service Manager          to prevent SQL server from starting when the OS starts.

Goto Start ->All programs ->Enterprise Manager    to start making databases and such.

It was noted that the ‘Master’ database holds information on the user created databases, so change Master when you want to break everything. 

To make a new database… click console root->Microsoft sql servers->sql server group->local windows nt, then right click the databases folder and click “New database…”
After making a new database, many tables will be defined by master already.

To make a new table click on your database, right click ‘Tables’->new table…

In the table properties ‘ID’ means the field it the primary key.  If it’s a key but not ID, then it’s a foreign key.  nchar(x), is believed to mean x number of bytes.
