some homework 8 solutions:

- there are 19 or 20 system tables

- there are 13 user tables

- primary key is `RegionID'

- number of attributes is 12

- an int is 4 bytes = 32 bits

- SELECT * FROM Territories

- SELECT companyName FROM Suppliers WHERE companyName LIKE "New%"

- SELECT reorderLevel, COUNT(*) FROM Products GROUP BY reorderlevel

- SELECT reorderLevel, COUNT(*) FROM Products GROUP BY reorderlevel HAVING COUNT(*) > 1

- In MS SQL, don't alter the `master' table.

- nchar stands for `national character'.

- right-click on the table name, select Open Table >> Return all rows

other homework notes

- Using a semicolon at the end of MS SQL queries is optional.

- Unless it is required to distinguish between attributes, fully qualified naming is optional.

- MS SQL single character wildcard = "_".  multiple character wildcard = "%".

- MS Access single character wildcard = "?".  multiple character wildcard = "*"

In Two's complement representation, the maximum positive integer that can be stored in 32 bits has 10 digits.  The same is true for signed-magnitude representation.
