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Scripting in SQL Server.

Right-click on Database name, click on all tasks, click on generate SQL script.

This brings up a dialog box with several choices.

Formatting can generate CREATE, DROP, etc.

Click on show all objects.

Can click on several objects in the database from the general tab to make the query, then click add them, then click “ok”.

Then save the query as the name you wish.

We tested scripting the tables from Marcia’s Dry Cleaning dBase.

SQL Server generated several sample scripts from the data.

The script can be saved after preview by clicking on the “ok” button. The result is saved as a query (*.SQL file.)  

Q: How do we run the query, now?  A: In SQL Server.

Create a new dBase, e.g. Silly.  Look at tables for silly:  there are 19 tables (system tables.)

To run the query, click on Tools and SQL Query Analyzer. Then, click on File, Open.  Open the query you previously generated.  Then, click the green arrow.  This runs the query.  After you re-open your new database, several tables were created.

Click F5 if needed to refresh the screen.  Therefore, new dBases can be built by generating scripts, then running them.  This can also be used to copy the dBase bare-bones tables to other computers.  This does NOT copy the data.
