· In TableDesigner, Click Create, Database, OK

· MHA Model will be posted.

· A table containing only foreign keys of other tables is called an “Intersection Relation”. Example: from HW 10 we had MORTGAGER and BUILDING.  An Intersection Relation exists between the two tables, MORTGAGER_BUILDING_X that contains two attributes, Mortgager_ID and Building_ID (2 foreign keys).  The Intersection Relation represents many-to-many relations between objects.  
· Consider MEMBER and LOCKER on pg 187 and EQUIPMENT & REPAIR on pg 188.

· Compound Object is an object that has another entity inside of it.  

· 1:1 or N:M

· N:1 or 1:N

· Consider Referential Integrity constraints – a primary key must exist in order for it to be an entry in the foreign key.
