Hybrid Objects - are combinations of composite and compound objects

A hybrid object is a semantic object with at least one multivalue group attribute that includes a semantic object attribute.  
Association objects - are objects that relates two (or more) objects and stores data that are peculiar to that relationship

Parent/Subtype Object  - define a relation for the parent object and one fore each of the subtype objects. The key of each of these relations is the key of the parent.

Archetype/Version objects are compound objects that model various iterations, releases, or instances of a basic object.
