Lab 18 – A simple array exercise 

taken from Lab Manual accompanying our text and modified somewhat
1. Download  the files Song.java, CompactDisc.java, Classics.txt and errorLog.doc.    Song.java is complete and will not be edited. Classics.txt is the data file that will be used by CompactDisc.java, the file you will be editing. 
2. Compile Song.java and CompactDisc.java.  If you get an error, copy and paste it into the error log and then tell either what caused it or how you fixed it. 
3. In CompactDisc.java, there are comments indicating where the missing code is

to be placed. Declare an array of Songs, called cd, to be of size 6.

4. Fill the array by creating a new song with the title and artist and storing it in

the appropriate position in the array.

5. Print the contents of the array to the console.

6. Compile, debug, and run. Your output should be as follows:

Contents of Classics

Ode to Joy by Bach

The Sleeping Beauty by Tchaikovsky

Lullaby by Brahms

Canon by Bach

Symphony No. 5 by Beethoven

The Blue Danube Waltz by Strauss
Submit the code for CompactDisc.java to Blackboard.    Don’t forget to put your name and Lab18 in the comment field.

Print out the code for CompactDisc.java and the errorLog.doc 

You should add proper javadocs and heading to your code.
