Purpose: get started with Squeak in a timely fashion, to give you a good start on Programming Project #1

Assignment #6

*
download an appropriate version of Squeak (http://www.squeak.org/download/) and install it. The word from NHW 244's lab administrator is that you should be able to download and install it on the NHW 244 workstations, and that it may be able to be added to the next prototype before the next new disk image (but I'm not sure of the timeframe for that). So, if you need to do this assignment in the NHW 244 lab, do not wait for it to be installed --- do it yourself.


(...but save your .image and .changes files somewhere safe, so that you can restore your work if you need to re-install Squeak later!)

*
start up Squeak, and within the Squeak VM window that appears, red-button click and select the menu item save as... to save an image under a DIFFERENT name of your choice. 

*
red-button click and select the menu item open... to open up a Workspace object, and red-button and select the menu item open... again to open up a Transcript object. 


In the Workspace, use the show: method of the Transcript object to send a show: message to the Transcript object with a greeting of your design that also includes your name. 


As mentioned in class, you can highlight a statement in the Workspace and yellow-button-click it to bring up a menu and select print it to send a printIt message to print the value of that expression; or, you could select do it to send a doIt message to execute that expression. 


Highlight and yellow-button-click your greeting command, and select do it to execute it. If this has gone well, you should see your greeting now in the Transcript window.

Now, play with additional expressions in the Workspace window. Don't overwrite your greeting expression above! 


Send show: messages to Transcript with at least three additional different expressions. These could be expressions from lecture, or from Smalltalk reading that you do, or from playing around --- your choice. The more your experiment, the better.

I'd like to see that you've done the above BEFORE Thursday (so that I know you're primed for creating our own classes and beyond). 


You can save the current contents of a Workspace and Transcript.


Within one of them, yellow-button click to bring up a menu. Select more... because the command we want isn't showing yet. There it is, near the bottom of the next menu that appears: save contents to file... You can specify a file name here to save the Workspace's and/or Transcript's contents.


Save each of them (you do have to save each separately...), naming the workspace contents you've saved assn06_Workspace.text and the transcript contents you've saved assn06_Transcript.text.


sftp them over to cs-server, and submit these using ~st10/335submit before midnight on Wednesday, March 23rd.

And, looking at the sizes of the .image and .changes files --- they ARE big. You indeed don't want to have too many of them lying around.


How big are they? 


First, quit Squeak (red-button click, and select save and quit). Then, find your saved .image file, and in that same directory should be a .changes file, too.


Look at how big they are, and type the size of each (file name, and then its size, for both your .image and your .changes file) into a file assn6_sizes.text on cs-server, and submit that, also, before midnight on Wednesday, March 23rd.

[how could you restart your .image? On a Mac, I could just double-click on the 


.image file from the Finder. It may be slightly different for Unix/Linux and Windows, though.]
