We discussed the static scope rules  (from Chapter 5) of

· Pascal  - who has access to variables declared locally and non locally  

· FORTRAN - each subroutine or function is like a walled object which only communicates with other parts of the program through the parameter list.  The exception to this is when a COMMON statement is used.  Note that we have not studied the use of COMMON statements.
