Overview
JMU Peer is a desktop application that is that allows members of a group/team to evaluate their
peers.

Typical Workflow
When a course is designed (or modified), the faculty member for that course will create a template that 
lists all of the assessment categories (e.g., planning, leadership, communication, tool use, task 
completion), the weights for each category, all of the assessments in each category, and the scoring 
system to be used for each assessment. Categories may be subdivided (e.g., task completion may be 
subdivided into programming, testing, documentation).

At the start of each semester, the faculty member will create an instance document for each student, in 
each group, in each course (or each section of a course). Each instance document will include a list of 
all students in the groups (because each student will evaluate themself and all of the other members of 
the group).

As the semester progresses, each student will enter the scores that they give to each member of the 
group. Each student may also need to export the scores so the faculty member can import them into 
Group.

As the semester progresses (and at the end of the semester) the students may be required to submit their
evaluations so the faculty member can combine them to determine the group's overall assessment of 
each member of that group.
