Input
var drink;
// will hold the type of drink – espresso, latte, 


      // cappuccino, americano 

var ounce;  // size of drink – 8, 12, or 16 ounces
var shots;  // flavor shots 

Output
price of the order, including the 11% meals tax for Harrisonburg city.

price is calculated as follows:


espresso – has a base price of 1.10


latte or cappuccino has a base price based on size



8 oz =1.55



12 oz = 1.95



16 oz = 2.35


americano – has a base price 1.10 + .30 for each 8 oz.


Customers get one shot for free.  Additional shots are .70 each.


Final price is the calculated price * 1.11 (tax rate)
