FTP Instructions (pulled from the associated lab)

Terms:

· Working directory – the directory that you are currently active in.  In Windows, My Computer, this would be the directory displayed in the address (location) window.  In Linux, it is the directory that is displayed when you type the pwd command.

· Remote system – Relative to where you are working, it is the distant machine to which you connect when you use the ftp command.  You put to the distant machine from your local machine and get from the distant machine to your local machine.

· FTP – File Transfer Protocol – A mechanism which allows users to transfer files from one machine to another.

· winSCP – A tool that provides a windows like interface for file transfer (among other things.)

· Putty – An application tool that provides a way to connect to a remote machine.

To publish your page, you will be transferring a copy of your HTML file to your web folder by FTP (File Transfer Protocol).  

1. Upload the page to your web folder.

· Open start, then run, then type cmd and press enter.  This opens a Windows DOS or command shell.

· Type ftp helium.cs.jmu.edu and press Enter.
· You will see a message that states that you are connected to helium.cs.jmu.edu.
· Type your normal e-id for the userid.
· It will prompt you for the password.
· Type in the password that you used at the beginning of the session and press enter.

· You have now established a transfer session with your Windows machine as the local machine and the stu0 (Linux) machine as the remote server.

· Type the command cd www to change to the www directory as your working directory.  www is a directory that is web accessible on the stu0 server.

· Type the command put filename (where filename is the name of your html file.)  This copies the file from your C drive to your www on stu0.

ftp> cd www

· Type the command bye to log out of the session.

2. Access your page from the web server.  This URL may seem weird, but trust me; this is the URL for your page!

3. To have your “home page” automatically come up when a user accesses your web (without having to specify a particular page), create an index.html page that has links to your other pages.  index.html is automatically loaded when a web page without filename is accessed.  

http://w3stu.cs.jmu.edu/userid - would be the login for a site (userid site) with an index page.  See my web page for an example.
4. If you need to copy a page from the distant site to your local machine, use the get filename command.  This gets a file from the remote working directory and puts it into your current local working directory.
