More HTML and use of Internet Resources

Prerequisite – Today’s lab assumes that you have gotten your web page up to Part 4 in the previous lab.  We will begin there with the HTML, but there are some other items to explore as well.

7. <img> tag for including an image in your web page.  <img> attributes include align (left, right. top, bottom, middle), alt (required - text to display if the image cannot be displayed), height (height of image in pixels), src (required – path to the image), width (size of img in pixels).  Note, appropriate use of images.

apropos searchKey – display instances of searchKey in the “manual”


pwd – display the current working directory



cd directoryName – Change to the directory name as your current working 


directory.



cd .. – Change to the parent directory.



cd ~ - Go to your home directory


ls – list the entries of the current directory



ls directoryName – List the contents of the directory names



ls –l (with or without a directory name) – List the long view including 



permissions
cp fromFileName toFileName – copy from the from file to the to file.  If the tofileName is a directory only, the file is copied with the same name to the new directory.


mv fromFileName toFileName- moves the from file to the to file.


rm filename – removes the file from the current directory (delete).


mkdir  - make a new directory in the working directory


rmdir – removes an empty directory


less (enter `q' at the `:' prompt to exit this program) – display the file


pico (an editor for text files) – edit the file
