CS 280 – Project 3 – A Ticket Price Calculator

Submission – Submit to the Blackboard site your working HTML page.
Background 
You have been asked to design and implement a web page which customers of the Dukes Showcase (a local small theater) can price their tickets for events held at the theater.  Tickets will still need to be purchased on line, but the web page should provide them with the information about pricing for each kind of event.  

Your job is to create a web page that will provide this information.  The following requirements are a minimal set up items that must be included.  You are also free to enhance your page with photos, graphics, color and the other range of options available as a web site.
Requirements

· You must include a heading on the page identifying Dukes Showcase.  You should also provide a header and footer which identifies you as the webmaster.  The footer should also include the JMU honor pledge.
· You must include input of the following items:

· Event – There will be four types of events for this initial launch

· Movie

· Concert

· Play

· Comedian

· Seating – There are three seating areas in the theatre

· Center Stage

· Lower Wing

· Mezzanine

· Number of tickets – This is a field that must be an integer greater than 0 and less than 25.  If the value is > 10 a message should display (an alert box) telling the user that they must contact the office for pricing of group tickets.  If the number is less than 0, the message should display an error message.

· You must provide an output text box (input text box to which you write the result) which contains the price for the tickets.  Ticket prices are based on the following chart.

· Base price – All events have a base price of $5.00 per ticket.

· Premium events – Concerts, plays, and comedian performances are an addition $5.00 per ticket.

· Base price includes all seats in the Lower Wings.

· Premium seating – Center stage seats are $5.00 additional per ticket; Mezzanine seats are an additional $2.50.

· Finally, all tickets are charged a 10% local entertainment tax.
· Example: A concert in center stage for 3 people would be:

Hints

· Just like in the lab, do each step one at a time.  Get the basic input buttons working and display the result in alert windows.  Save the final calculation until the end.

· Get all of the basic functionality working, then add in any design items like graphics or headers and footers.
