Part 1  - Arrays of Objects

Memory model of an array of objects.
You are writing a method, backup, that takes in an array of File objects (named files) and makes a copy of each one. In this method you will scan each of the objects and make a copy on disk.  The copy should be named “infileName_out” where infileName is replaced by the corresponding name of the File object (getName() is a method of the File class.

1. What are all of the possible states of this array?

2. BOARD In the space below, draw a memory model of the array. Assume an array of length 4 that contains 3 File objects. “Inside” each object, give the File a relative name.

3. Write a for loop that will run through the array of File objects and print the name associated with the File.
4. Write the method, backup. You need to insure that you have accounted for all the states and that the program will not crash. This method should “specify” any exceptions that may be raised by any of the processing methods.
