CS 139 – Preparation for the final exam
Part 1 – Lab final in class on Thursday

The best thing to do to prep for the lab part of the final is to review and understand the labs and programming assignments that we have done.  In particular, review arrays and objects (material from right before and after our 2nd exam).  Look carefully at the labs from Color139 on.  Your exam will be similar in style to the object labs starting with Color139.  Make sure you understand how objects are passed into an out of a class.  The exam will be similar to the kinds of things you have had to do in lab…you will be given some code and you will need to fill in other code based on a description of the method, section, or class.  You may use the normal editing tools: an editor, the compiler, and your textbook.  If you feel like you need the Java APIs, ask for permission to use them.  You will NOT be able to access your old code or do other searching on the internet.

Reading – anything from the reading is fair game.  Required reading is:

· Chapter 1 – Background only

· Chapter 2 – 2.1 – 2.13 and 2.15.  You are not responsible for dialog boxes.

· Chapter 3 – All

· Chapter 4 – 4.1 – 4.7, 4.9, 4.11, 4.12.  You are not responsible for File I/O.

· Chapter 5 – All

· Chapter 6 – 6.1 – 6.5, 6.8. You are not responsible for class design.

· Chapter 8 – 8.1 – 8.6, 8.8

· Chapter 9 – 9.1 – 9.8

Pay particular attention to our class notes and the definitions and terminology that is highlighted in each. Use the examples provided to see the terms in use in code.  Review your prior exams and pay particular attention to those things that you got wrong before.  The written exam will be similar in style to our prior exams and the focus will be on applying terminology to different situations.
The format of the exam will be similar to our other exams, except that the written portion of the exam will not involve code writing, except for writing individual statements or headers.  You should be able to trace code including code that involves more than one class.  You should be able to identify different kinds of statements or other items in a source file.  You should understand the terminology.  You should be able to correctly evaluate an expression.  This exam is cumulative.
