What your colleagues did to prepare for the second exam.  Good suggestions for prepping for the finals.
I got a good nights sleep and paid attention in class.

I take the quizzes the night before the labs and really look up the answers!

I also re-read the chapter on loops the night before the exam.

Attended all classes.

I've missed one class all semester.  I've completed every lab and every programming assignment to the point where they compile and produce the desired output.  The week before the exam I began reviewing my notes and class handouts from lecture and reading the book.  For this exam I focused on the chapter introducing Methods, and also reviewed the chapters on Decisions and Loops.  I also went through the practice exam twice.
I read through my notes a few times and did the practice exam and went over the answers with a friend.
I reviewed the practice exam to see what I didn't understand and looked up what I thought I didn't know.
My suggestion is to read all the chapters that we have covered to be sure that you know the vocabulary for the test and to make sure that you understand what it is that you have been doing in the labs since the test is going to involve all the principles that we did in the lab and having a basic understanding of them makes it that much easier.

I read all of the assigned chapters and highlighted important information and terminology.

I went back though the lecture slides and studied the terminology.

I made flash cards for each of the important terms.

I reviewed the first midterm to brush up on old questions.

I came to the review session on Friday morning to ask questions about the examII review posted on Blackboard.

* attended as many Friday study groups as possible

* compiled the "new terminology" from the notes and labs for studying

* re-visited the in-class assignments and practiced working the problems

* worked through the practice test

* made flashcards of the new terminology

I did the practice exam and read all the assigned chapters.
To study for this exam I went over notes I took in class. I also looked over my old PAs and Labs. Another thing I found helpful was rereading the chapter in the book if I was really confused about a topic.
I didn't do too much, but the week of the exam I did the practice exam and then went to a study group where we did the exam together and researched what we didn't know.
